GRAMMAR


PRESENT PERFECT SIMPLE TENSE

USE:

1. Za radnju koja se desila u prošlosti i još uvijek traje

I have lived in Podgorica for 26 years.

2. Za završenu radnju u prošlosti, ali:

a) osjećaju se posljedice te radnje u sadašnjosti, kroz naše sjećanje da se radnja desila. Bitno je da znamo da se radnja desila, a ne i kada se desila. Zato je ovo vrijeme praćeno sledećim neodređenim izrazima za vrijeme (ever, never, recently, lately...)

I have been to Italy.



but:



When did you go?  -  I went there last year.

b) koristi se za radnju za koju znamo da se opet može desiti:

Pavić has written several novels. (he is alive)

but:

Andrić wrote several novels. (he is not alive)

c) koristi se kad se osjećaju posljedice radnje kroz njenu blisku povezanost sa sadašnjim trenutkom:

I have just met my best friend.

I have already done the excercise.


PRESENT PERFECT CONTINUOUS TENSE

USE: 

1. Koristi se da izrazi radnju koja je počela da se dešava u prošlosti, s tendencijom da nastavi da se dešava u budućnosti. Primjećujemo istu upotrebu i Present Perfect Simple Tense – a. Ali, sa Present Perfect Continuous Tese – om izražavamo radnju koja je izvjesno vrijeme u progresu i želimo da naglasimo dužinu trajanja radnje, a sa Present Perfect Simple Tense – om izražavamo neko trajno stanje.
Ispravno je reći:

I have lived in Podgorica for 26 years.

i:

I have been living in Podgorica for 26 years. – ali, se ovaj oblik češće koristi


Osim ukoliko se ne radi o glagolima koji se inače ne koriste u trajnom obliku:


glagoli mišljenja:


think (attitude-stav), know, believe, understand


glagoli osjećanja:

love, like, hate, adore, worship


glagoli posjedovanja:


have, own, possesss


glagoli osjeta:


see, hear, smell, taste

2) Koristi se kad izražavamo trenutnu aktivnost (temporary activity), ograničenu na

neko određeno vrijeme, za razliku od stanja koje kao takvo traje dug vremenski period – cijeli život

I have been doing some excercises for the past few months.

I have done some excersises all my life.

3)  Koristi se kad izražavamo radnju koja se desila u prošlosti, ali možda nije još uvijek završena, već će biti nastavljena u budućnosti, za razliku od Present Perfect Simple Tense – a za koji zasigurno znamo da je radnja završena u prošlosti, ali je povezana sa sadašnjim trenutkom kroz naše sjećanje da se radnja desila:


I have been reading a play today.  (dakle, radnja nije još završena, jer još nijesam







     pročitao/la dramu)


I have read a play today.  (drama je pročitana)

Upravo zato se Present Perfect Continuous Tense koristi da izrazi  koliko dugo je nešto trajalo i još uvijek traje (How long) a Present Pefect Simple Tense se koristi kad hoćemo da znamo broj nečega što je već završeno (How many):


How long have you been writing that letter?  

I have been writing it for an hour. 









Still, I don't know how to finish it.


How many letters have you written today? 

I have written two letters.







         I am going to buy some stamps to send them.

4) Koristi se kad izražavamo trenutni rezultat nedavno završenih radnji:

Your eyes are red. Have you been crying?

My hands are dusty. I have been writing with a chalk.

5) Present Perfect Continuous Tense koristimo za radnju za koju je po samoj prirodi radnje potreban duži vremenski period u toku kojeg se radnja ponavljala. Zato se koristi uz sljedeće glagole:

WAIT, WORK, PLAY, TRY, LEARN, RAIN...

Za razliku od sljedećih glagola:

FIND, START, BUY, LOSE, BREAK, STOP



I have been cutting firewood.- radnja je duže trajala- 2 sata ili više



I have cut my finger. – radnja je kratko trajala i završena je
