· vicar -  an Anglican priest who is in charge of a church and the area around it;

· celebrate - to show that a day or an event is important by doing sth special on it;

· tuition - the money that you pay to be taught, especially in a college or university;

· driving-licence - an official document that shows that you are qualified to drive;

· lane - a narrow road in the country;

· narrow - measuring a short distance from one side to the other, especially in relation to length;

· hedge - a row of bushes or small trees planted close together, usually along the edge of a field, garden/yard or road;

· clutch - the pedal in a car or other vehicle that you press with your foot so that you can change gear;

· brake - a device for slowing or stopping a vehicle;

· turning-point - the time when an important change takes place, usually with the result that a situation improves;

· remote - far away from places where other people live;

· chest - the top part of the front of the body, between the neck and the stomach;

· weak - not physically strong; sick;

· lungs - either of the two organs in the chest that you use when breathing;

· collapse - to fall down (and usually become unconscious), especially because you are very ill/sick;

· fond of -  finding sth pleasant or enjoyable, especially sth you have liked or enjoyed for a long time;

· remarkable - unusual or surprising in a way that causes people to take notice;

· market - to advertise and offer a product for sale; to present sth in a particular way and make people want to buy it;

· statement - something that you say or write that gives information or an opinion;

· classy - high quality; expensive and/or fashionable;

· produce - to show sth or make sth appear from somewhere;

· enlightened - having or showing an understanding of people's needs, a situation, etc. that is not based on old-fashioned attitudes;

· get – understand;

· coffin - a box in which a dead body is buried;

· vending machine - a machine from which you can buy cigarettes, drinks, etc. by putting coins into it;

· expose - to show sth that is usually hidden;

· ban - to forbid sth officially;

· vast - extremely large in area, size, amount, etc.;

· expense - the money that you spend on sth;

· share – part;

· advertise - to tell the public about a product or a service in order to encourage people to buy or to use it;

· misunderstand - to fail to understand sb/sth correctly;

· killjoy - a person who likes to spoil other people's enjoyment;

· increase - to become or to make sth greater in amount, number, value, etc;

· weird - unusual or different; not normal;

· bother - to annoy, worry or upset sb; to cause sb trouble or pain;

· hypocrisy - behaviour in which sb pretends to have moral standards or opinions that they do not actually have.
