· tap -  to hit sb/sth quickly and lightly;

· annoyed - slightly angry;

· bother - to annoy, worry or upset sb; to cause sb trouble or pain;

· evidence - the facts, signs or objects that make you believe that sth is true;

· infancy - the time when a child is a baby or very young;

· thus - 
in this way; like this;

· particularly – especially;

· likely - probable or expected;

· occupation - a job or profession;

· childbirth - the process of giving birth to a baby;

· fewer – less;

· average - calculated by adding several amounts together, finding a total, and dividing the total by the number of amounts;

· disease - an illness affecting humans, animals or plants, often caused by infection;

· childbearing - the process of giving birth to children;

· expectancy - the state of expecting or hoping that sth, especially sth good or exciting, will happen;

· visible - that can be seen;

· mere - used when you want to emphasize how small, unimportant, etc. sb/sth is; only;

· orbit - move in an orbit (= a curved path) around a much larger object, especially a planet, star, etc;

· fence - a structure made of wood or wire supported with posts that is put between two areas of land as a boundary or around a garden/yard, field, etc. to keep animals in, or to keep people and animals out;

· wire - metal in the form of thin thread; a piece of this;

· mark - to show the position of sth;

· pot - a container of various kinds;

· bucket - a round open container with a handle, used for carrying or holding liquids;

· relate - show or make a connection between two or more things;

· marble - a type of hard stone that is usually white and often has coloured lines in it. It can be polished and is used in building and for making statues, etc;

· arch - a curved structure that supports the weight of sth above it, such as a bridge or the upper part of a building;

· ladder - a piece of equipment for climbing up and down a wall, the side of a building, etc., consisting of two lengths of wood or metal that are joined together by steps;

· underneath - under or below sth else, especially when it is hidden or covered by the thing on top;

· gallows - a structure on which people, for example criminals, are killed by hanging;

· rope - very strong thick string made by twisting thinner strings, wires, etc. together;

· term - a word or phrase used as the name of sth;

· recognize - to accept and approve of sb/sth officially;
· distress - a feeling of great worry or unhappiness; great suffering;

· wavelength - the distance between two similar points on a wave of energy, such as light or sound;

· monitor - to listen to telephone calls, foreign radio broadcasts, etc. in order to find out information that might be useful;

· rescue - to save sb/sth from a dangerous or harmful situation;

· shore - 
the land along the edge of the sea or ocean, a lake or another large area of water;

· straightforward - easy to do or to understand; not complicated;

· numerous - many;

· adopt - to formally accept;

· record - to keep a permanent account of facts or events by writing them down, filming them, storing them in a computer, etc;

· approve - to officially agree to a plan, proposal, request;

· volume - a book, especially one that is part of a series of books;

· acid rain - rain that contains harmful chemicals from factory gases and that damages trees, crops and buildings;

· usage - the way in which words are used in a language;

· five-sided – having five sides;

· corridor -  a long narrow passage in a building or train, with doors that open into rooms on either side;

· meal -  an occasion when people sit down to eat food, especially breakfast, lunch or dinner;

· nail - to fasten sth to sth with a nail or nails;

· bride - a woman on her wedding day;

· horseshoe - a piece of curved iron that is attached with nails to the bottom of a horse's foot;

· point - be directed towards a particular direction;

· insist - to demand that sth happens or that sb agrees to do sth;

· keep away - to avoid going near sb/sth;

· iron - a chemical element. Iron is a hard strong metal that is used to make steel and is also found in small quantities in blood and food;

· fall out - to quarrel with sb so that you are no longer friendly with them;

· sword - a weapon with a long metal blade and a handle; 

· march - to walk with stiff regular steps like a soldier;

· impose - to make sb accept the same opinions, wishes etc. as your own;

· put up - to fix sth in a place where it will be seen;

· former - that used to exist in earlier times;

· ancient - very old; having existed for a very long time;

· drown - to die because you have been underwater too long and you cannot breathe; to kill sb in this way;

· rat - a small animal with a long tail, that looks like a large mouse;

· take up - to fill or use an amount of space or time;

· go on – happen;

· carry on with – continue;

· let down - to fail to help or support sb as they had hoped or expected;

· tell off - to speak angrily to sb for doing sth wrong;

· come across - to meet or find sb/sth by chance;

· put up with – tolerate;

· set off -  to start a journey;

· pick up – to collect sth from a place;

· come on - used in orders to tell sb to hurry or to try harder;
· fall out – have a quarrel; have a fight;

· keep on - to continue.
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
