- nanny -a woman whose job is to take care of young children in the children's own home; 
- nursery – upbringing, nursing;
- delicious - having a very pleasant taste or smell;

- firmly - in a strong or definite way;

- follow in sb's footsteps - to do the same job, have the same style of life, etc. as sb else, especially sb in your family;

- take after -  to look or behave like an older member of your family, especially your mother or father;

- acre - a unit for measuring an area of land; 4840 square yards or about 4050 square metres; jutro (zemlje);
- manor - large country house surrounded by land that belongs to it;

- roast - to cook food, especially meat, without liquid in an oven or over a fire; to be cooked in this way;

- pick something up - to get information or a skill by chance rather than by making a deliberate effort;

- boarding school - a school where children can live during the term/semester;

- approve - to think that sb/sth is good, acceptable or suitable;

- put off - to change sth to a later time or date;

- convinced - completely sure about sth;

- announce -  to tell people sth officially, especially about a decision, plans, etc;

- delighted - very pleased;

- surgeon - a doctor who is trained to perform medical operations in a hospital;

- furious – very angry;

- redundant - without a job because there is no more work available for you in a company;

- manual - involving using the hands or physical strength;

- labour – work;

- fall out -  to quarrel with sb so that you are no longer friendly with them;

- thoroughly - very much; completely;

- drive - a wide hard path or a private road that leads from the street to a house; prilaz;
- judge - a person in a court of law who has the authority to decide how criminals should be punished;

- complete - to finish making or doing sth;

- train - to teach a person or an animal the skills for a particular job or activity;
- get on - to have a friendly relationship with sb;

- go through – experience;

- apply - to make a formal request, usually in writing, for sth such as a job, a place, at college, university, etc;

- post – job;

- encourage -  to give sb support, courage or hope;

- tip - a small piece of advice about sth practical;

- cookery - the art or activity of preparing and cooking food;

- introduce - to make sb learn about sth or do sth for the first time;

- pat - to touch sb/sth gently several times with your hand flat, especially as a sign of affection;

- mad - having a mind that does not work normally; mentally ill, crazy;
- taken aback – surprised, shocked;

- tree surgeon – a practitioner of tree surgery = the pruning, repair, and preservative treatment of ornamental trees, first professionally organized by John Davey (1846_1923), American landscape architect; arborista; građevinski nadzornik;
- surveyor - a person whose job is to examine a building to make sure its structure is in good condition or to examine and record the details of a piece of land;

- Tudor - applied to the style of architecture (the latest form of Perpendicular) which prevailed in England during the reigns of the Tudors;
- garden centre - a place that sells plants, seeds, garden equipment, etc;

- allow - to let sb/sth go into, through, out of, etc. a place;
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
